This paper has been drawn up on the basis of the proposals for regulations adopted by the European Commission on 6 October 2011. It does not prejudge the final nature of the act, or the content of any delegated or implementing act that may be prepared by the Commission.

The attached chart and table set out a simulation of cash-flow for Member States on the basis of the application of Title VII of the CPR. The following criteria have been applied:
· Spending profile: payment profile of MFF for the cohesion fund and the structural funds.
· Initial pre-financing as proposed in the CPR: 2% in 2014, 1% in 2015 and 1% in 2016.
· Annual pre-financing as proposed in CPR: 2% in 2016 and 2.5% for 2007 to 2022.
· Reimbursement of 90% of expenditure declared by the MS in interim payment claims.
· Ceiling of cumulative total of pre-financing, interim payments and annual balance at 95%.
